• Auto Mode- When engaged, the Auto button illuminates. When water is detected, the pump instantly starts 
and the pump count total is displayed. Audible alarm signals after 2 minutes of continuous operation.  

• Manual Mode- Pressing the pump on button engages the bilge pump. The button lights up indicating that the 
pump is running and will need to be turned off. There is no audible signal in manual mode. The Mute button 
will silence the audible alarm in any mode however the mute button will continue flash as a reminder until the 
condition is resolved.

Installation Instructions 
1. Disconnect the battery.  
2. Select a mounting location for the monitor which is easy to see from the operating position. Check sufficient clearance. 
3. Use the enclosed template as a guide for cutting the hole. CAUTION: a square mounting hole eliminates too much 

material in the corners to support mounting screws properly.  
4. Cut the opening, following the instructions on the provided template. De-burr the mounting hole and insert the BA200 

to check for proper fit. DO NOT FORCE BA200 INTO HOLE.  
5. Wire the BA200 as illustrated in the diagram. 
6. Check with the bilge pump manufacturer to determine the correct fuse size.   
7. Mount the BA200 using the enclosed #6 screws. Be careful not to over tighten the terminal nuts or mounting screws 

as they may crack the monitor housing or mounting dash /bulkhead. 
8. Check all wires to ensure proper connections then reconnect the battery. When power is applied correctly, the center 

segment of the display scrolls horizontally, indicating the monitor is ready for operation.  
9. Note: The BA200 has an additional connection posts for a high water sensor (12/24Vdc) such as the model 23-12 and aux-

iliary output for remote audible device rated up to 5 amps. maximum. 
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
